available

 Bat box locations at Five

* All boxes consistently surveyed ;; 3
since 2021 3

* Huffman — big brown bats
present since 2020

* Wegerzyn — first bat using the

box in 2024

* New boxes at Taylorsville and
Eastwood — potential for Indiana
bat presence
